“Maternity is not recognized as what it is, which is an important
part of someone’s life. When you get pregnant it’s like you drop
out and don’t come back until after you have the baby.”

Teleen started Jakfish as a performance apparel alternative
to what she describes as the “polyester and flowery maternity
clothes that I would never wear anyway. The entire athletic
industry hasn’t looked at maternity as viable segment; [ am
making a pitch in larger markets like New York, San Francisco
and Chicago where you have a lot of active people. As a new
brand, you have to prove yourself and your product. Retailers
want to make sure it is a proven brand before they dip their toe
in, especially in a bad economy.”
